Where will this be held?

This is one of most exciting aspects of
the Academy! A new Academy will
begin each summer at the Synod School
of the Synod of Lakes and Prairies at
Buena Vista University in Storm Lake, IA.

Each fall and spring a weekend class will
be held at a place to be determined
within the bounds of each participating
presbytery and the keynote
presentations will be live-streamed to
each location (Saturdays 9-5, Sundays 9-
3). In each participating presbytery a
facilitator will guide the conversations of
the group in his/her presbytery. Those
who prefer to travel to be with the
instructor in person are welcome to
travel to Lakeshore Center an Lake
Okobaji.

In the winter each year there will be a
practicum that will include some lecture
content online but a lot of hands on
experiences and conversations with
pastors to eliminate the need for mid-
winter travel.

What is the cost to me?

Tuitior. If you are a member of a
participating presbytery, the tuition is
§1,000/person for all 11 courses (which
will fulfill the educational requirements
to become a CRE). If your presbytery is
not a partner, each class will be $150.

Other expenses. Each participant will
purchase required books, pay annually
for room and board at Synod Schoal
(approximately $250/double or
$300/single), as well as travel and
roomy/board expenses as needed for Fall
and Spring classes. The Synod of Lakes
and Prairies will waive Synod School
tuition for Academy participants.
